1. Site placement should be considered as final and cannot be changed without the approval of both the Food Coordinator and ABMF Electricians.

2. Vendors need to be set up with power leads in place no later than 10am on the morning of Friday 8 April  2011.

3. Menu items not previously outlined in application may not be introduced without prior consent from Food Coordinator.

4. Food Safety and Handling procedures must be observed and will be monitored by Local Health Inspector and assistants.

5. Adherence to Waste Wise procedures must be strictly observed.

6. Trading may commence at any time from Midday 8 April 2011.

7. All trading within the Food Village on the Foreshore must cease by 1.00am each evening of the Festival. THIS IS NOT NEGOTIABLE.  

8. All Vendors must have their facility fully locked up for security purposes no later than 1.15pm.  THIS IS NOT NEGOTIABLE.
